Countryside Manager

What they do: 

A countryside manager is responsible for managing the countryside and visitors’ services for a local authority. The focus of the work is on managing the countryside to benefit everyone by making sure that the needs of rural communities and those of the users of the countryside are met; this can sometimes mean dealing with conflicting interests.

Typical work activities include:

· supervising and training staff and volunteers;

· designing landscaping schemes;

· promoting the benefits of the countryside through events, leaflets and displays;

· fund-raising and managing a budget;

· dealing with enquiries from the public

The work is mainly office-based with frequent local visits to sites.

Career path:

Countryside management courses include a mixture of environmental and social sciences. The Welsh Institute of Rural Studies at the University of Wales Aberystwyth, offers two courses in Countryside Management – an HND and a BSc – which combine academic study with a strong vocational element.

Reading University also offers a degree Environmental and Countryside Management and a degree in Landscape Management.
Where they work: 

The importance of looking after the countryside has generated a variety of careers under the umbrella of countryside management. Organisations employing such staff include National Parks, the National Trust, Forestry Commission and local authorities.
